Cub Scouts Registration Fees
Beginning with the 2011 – 2012 Scout Year, Pack Registration Fees per Scout are as follows:

· $75.00 per Scout with participation in MANDATORY FUND RAISING DRIVES.  ($65 for each additional Scout residing in the SAME HOUSEHOLD.)

· $125 per Scout who chooses to “OPT OUT” of fund raising drives.  ($90 for each additional Scout who lives in the SAME HOUSEHOLD.)
Pack fees include but are not limited to the following costs:   Registration for the BSA paid to Council by the Pack, Boy’s Life Subscription fee paid to Council by the Pack, Pinewood Derby Car, Pinewood Derby Race, Blue & Gold Banquet, Halloween/Christmas Parties, Badges/Awards, Cub Scout Religious Awards, Cub Scout/Webelos Handbook. The cost of the site deposits for the Annual Pack Camping Trip, Pack supplies such as paper, pens, pencils and receipt books and Leader Training rely on your fund raising efforts.
Over the last four years, costs of running our program successfully increased an average of more than $20 per scout.  Some of the costs are not flexible such as the Cub Scout Registration and the Boy’s Life Magazine Subscription while certain expenses are sometimes based on how many of each item the Pack buys.  Other expenses are directly affected by the success of fund raising efforts.  Our increase in fees of $10 per Scout from last year is less than what we project we will need to operate our 2011 – 2012 program.  As a result, the Pack 290 Committee now REQUIRES ALL Scouts to participate in its Annual Fundraising Drives.  Participation is achieved by one of two ways:  (1) Raise $50 in the various programs Pack 290 uses for fundraising ($75 if two or more Scouts are in the same household) or (2)  “Buy out” of the Fundraising Programs by donating a minimum of $50 ($75 if two or more Scouts are in the same household.)  Minimum fund raising participation can be easily achieved by selling at least 7 Krispy Kreme Certificates in the Fall or a few Joe Corbi’s Products in the Spring.
