CUB SCOUT / PARENT TEAM WORK

Cub Scouting is a FAMILY Program.  The majority of the Tiger, Wolf, Bear and some Webelos activities, are parent/cub oriented.  By working with your Scout through his book and by signing off on the achievements and electives as he earns them, you will create the continuity necessary to provide a complete Scouting experience.  Parents should read the Cub Scout Manual, engage your Scout in home activities, join your Scout in Den Activities and attend all Pack Meetings.  Parents should notify the Den Leader on rank achievements and electives completed at home and sew the advancements badges onto the Cub Scout Uniform Shirt as soon as possible after they are awarded. This will reinforce the award and the Cub will get the maximum Scouting experience.
TWO (2) REGISTERED ADULT LEADERS or One (1) Registered Leader and a Parent of a participant, one of whom must be 21 years of age or older, must be present at all Pack and Den functions.

One (1) parent/guardian must attend the Pack Meetings with the Cub Scout.
  Pack information, awards and advancements will be presented at the Pack Meetings.  The Pack Meeting is for the parent/guardian as well as the Scout.

All parents/guardians are encouraged to attend the Pack Leaders’ and Parents’ Meetings,   Meetings are held on the First Tuesday of each month at 7:30pm in the school lunchroom.  Check the Pack Calendar for exceptions.

Pack Meetings will be held on the fourth Thursday of each Month.  Check the Pack Calendar, Pack Page on the Troop website www.troop290.info and Facebook Fan Page or Group for exceptions.  Revised Pack calendars will be available during the scouting year.

Pack and Den Meetings will begin with a Flag Ceremony at 7:00pm sharp.  Anyone entering the meetings during the Flag Ceremony is asked to remain on the stairs to show proper respect for the Flag.

All Cub Scouts must attend Pack Meetings in Uniform (beginning with the November Pack Meeting)

Each Den may be asked to bring in a cake, cookies, or donuts for a raffle during the Pack Meetings.  This will be done on a rotational basis so all the Dens participate. The monies raised will be used to offset the cost of activities and supplies.

8.          Den Dues may be collected by the Den Leader. The dues will be used to purchase materials for Den crafts. The Crafts can be displayed at the Pack Meetings. All money sent to or presented at Den or Pack Meetings must be in a sealed envelope, with the Cub Scouts name, Den and activity that the money is for and the amount written on the outside of the envelope.

If a boy drops out of the Pack, the parent/guardian must notify the Den Leader and/or Cubmaster.

Parents are asked to control younger children that are brought to the meetings.  If necessary, the parent may be asked to leave the meeting with the noisy children.
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
